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2. CONTENTS OF THE DISSERTATION ABSTRACT 
2.1. Research Objectives and Tasks
* Research Objectives
Based on theoretical studies and an empirical survey of the teaching of Ba Trao singing in lower secondary schools in Da Nang City, this study proposes integrated teaching strategies for Ba Trao singing. These strategies aim to enrich music education content, preserve local traditional musical identity and improve the quality of folk song and Ba Trao singing instruction in lower secondary schools in Da Nang in the coming years.
	* Research Tasks
	To achieve these objectives, the dissertation focuses on the following main tasks:
	- Reviewing related academic studies, systematizing the theoretical foundations, and establishing a conceptual framework for the research.
	- Analyzing the genre characteristics of Ba Trao singing in terms of lyrics, poetic forms, performance conventions, melodies, structures, tunes, and performance spaces, thereby identifying its artistic and educational values.
	- Investigating and evaluating the current situation of folk song teaching in general and the integrated teaching of Ba Trao singing in particular in lower secondary schools in Da Nang City.
	Proposing integrated teaching strategies for Ba Trao singing that are appropriate for lower secondary school students in Da Nang and conducting pedagogical experiments to verify their feasibility and effectiveness.
2.2. Research Methods
* Theoretical Research Methods
- Analysis and synthesis: Used throughout the study to analyze concepts, theories, and academic works related to folk song education, Ba Trao singing, integrated teaching, and competency development. This method was also applied to analyze policy documents, educational programs, local folk song content, and teaching practices in lower secondary schools in Da Nang, serving as the basis for designing integrated Ba Trao teaching procedures and evaluating experimental results.
- Comparative method: Applied to compare theoretical perspectives, teaching models, and research approaches in existing studies in order to identify their characteristics, strengths, and limitations. It was also used to compare Ba Trao teaching with other folk song teaching methods, highlighting the distinctiveness of Ba Trao in content, form, and educational value within music education at the lower secondary level.
* Practical Research Methods
          - Fieldwork: Conducted through on-site observation at traditional whale-worshipping festivals (Cầu Ngư) in Da Nang City.
- Survey method: Questionnaires were used to collect data on the current state of folk song and Ba Trao teaching.
- In-depth interviews: Conducted with school administrators, music teachers, and folk artists to gather in-depth insights into teaching perspectives, experiences, and practices related to Ba Trao singing.
- Expert consultation: Experts in traditional music and education were consulted. Classroom observations and experiential learning activities involving folk songs in lower secondary schools were also attended to document current teaching practices.
- Educational experience analysis: Teaching experiences of music teachers, folk artists, and integrated teaching models were analyzed.
- Pedagogical observation: Used to examine teaching practices through classroom observation, note-taking, and data collection on content, organization, methods, and student participation.
- Pedagogical experimentation: Implemented integrated Ba Trao teaching strategies in selected schools to test their feasibility and effectiveness.
- Statistical analysis: Used to process survey and experimental data through tabulation, calculation of parameters, and application of statistical techniques to evaluate the effectiveness of the proposed measures.
2.3. Main Findings of the Dissertation
The dissertation contributes to clarifying and enriching theoretical issues in music education, particularly in the integrated teaching of Ba Trao singing.
It systematizes and advances the theory of integrated teaching in music education, especially the integration of Ba Trao singing into the general education curriculum.
A theoretical framework was developed for the components of integrated Ba Trao teaching for lower secondary students, including objectives, content, organization, teacher and learner characteristics, teaching and learning activities, teaching materials, methods, and assessment.
The study further clarifies the characteristics of the Ba Trao genre and its relationship to music education in lower secondary schools.
In addition, the dissertation evaluates the current state of folk song teaching in general and Ba Trao singing in particular in Da Nang’s lower secondary schools, identifying existing strengths, challenges, and limitations.
The study proposes feasible integrated teaching strategies for Ba Trao singing and successfully applies them in real teaching contexts in Da Nang.
Overall, these findings contribute to improving the effectiveness and quality of music education in lower secondary schools in Da Nang. The author concludes that the results align with the current educational orientation toward holistic development of students’ competencies and qualities, meeting the objectives set by the Ministry of Education and Training for the present and future stages of educational reform.
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
